It is impossible to count the articles, because they are published in various scientific journals in Lithuania and abroad with the topics on nursing and its connections with clinical practice, management, administration, education, psychology, sociology, social work and etc. In general the number of scientific articles that are lead by nurses concerning nursing aspects could be not less than 500.

In Lithuanian here is no Journal concerning Nursing science, but nurses publish their articles in various scientific journals that are cited in international data bases. These journals are open to nurses to publish the research, which is based in multidisciplinary approach concerning nursing specificity.  

Only in two scientific journals “Health Sciences”, “Medicine” and “Theory and Practice of Medicine” in their conception present that Nursing science and topics related to nursing are of interest. Other journals are welcoming the nurses with publications but the official conception does not include the term of nursing nevertheless the nurses have possibilities to publish their scientific papers there.
