Journal “Health Sciences”(accepts articles (in English or in Lithuanian languages with summaries in English language) on Nursing and on the cover of that journal is mentioned Nursing, but it is common to all health care professionals. Journal “Health Sciences” included from 2005 year into Editorial board two nurses with PhD – 1 in Educationa Science and 1 in Nursing Science. 

In Lithuania here is no specific scientific journal, where is published only nursing research. From November 2005 Klaipeda College started publishing 2 / year scientific journal “Applied research in Health and Social Sciences: interface and interaction” (Editorial body consists of scientists of Health and Social science areas; the Editor – in – Chief is the Nurse with PhD in Education Science; in this journal here are also possibilities to publish the research in nursing). 

In common, for nurses, who are PhD or study on PhD (as nurses in various Scientific areas) here are possibilities to publish their articles related to various nursing aspects in many journals such as “Social Sciences” (Kaunas University of Technology; in English language); “Bridges” (Klaipeda University; in Lithuanian language with summaries in English language); “Special Education” (Siauliai University; in English or in Lithuanian languages with summaries in English language); “Physician General practitioner” (Kaunas University of Medicine; in Lithuanian language with summaries in English language).

Also from 2005 year the professional journal “Nursing: science and practice” publishes in every number one scientific article in Nursing – this article is reviewed by scientists in Biomedicine (physicians).
