Registration/ Bachelor of Science

The BS program is of four years duration comprising 120 credits, equal to 240 ECTS.

Applicants must have passed either the matriculation examnination of an Icelandic grammer school or a comparable examination or they must have completed a three year programme of general nursing education.

After completion of the four year program of study in nursing and two years’ professional experience they can apply for study of midwifery or for graduate study.

Midwifery

The study of midwifery is a 2-year programme and a degree in nursing is prerequisite. It is divided into a theoretical and a clinical part which takes one year (30 credits=60 ECTS) and an additional training year with a focus on reflective evidenced-based practice ending with a dissertation (30 credits)

Masters program

At the University of Iceland:

The masters programme is  a 2-year programme of 60 credit and can be taken in part-time study up to four years.
Study is research-based and there are two options: In the former the thesis is based on a research project of 30 credits. In the latter the research-project is 15 credits and emphasis is placed on clinical specialization. This includes four core courses (17 credists) and 13 to 28 elective credits in a clinical area of specialization.

At the University of Akureyri: Distance education programm from the Royal of College of Nursing, UK and the University of Manchester (Degree Awarding Body).

Mastersprogram in nursing, 60 units organized into 6 modules with 5 units each. A thesis of 30 units is required.
